Odelania is 14 years old and in the 

5th grade. She lives in a very precar-

ious situation in a small shack at the 

side of an open sewer in the slums. 

She has 5 brothers and sisters and is 

looked after by her mother. In order 

to survive, OdelaniaΩs mother wakes 

up at 5am each day and goes out 

onto the streets to collect trash 

from the streets which she can sell for recycling. Francisca, 

OdelaniaΩs mother believes greatly in the importance of education 

and desperately wants her children to benefit from the services that 

CBC offers. However, for the last few years, Odelania has been una-

ble to come to CBC because she was needed to look after her 

younger siblings.   

  

This year Odelania has been able to  

return to the project with two of her younger sisters. She faces 

many challenges but says,

or pregnant alreadyΦέ

Presidential elections will be held in Brazil this October. For people 

living in the slums, elections are another chaotic and potentially 

confusing thing to have to face in addition to the burden of pov-

erty.  

 

In Brazil, voting is mandatory and the poor have a huge influence 

over the outcome because they are a majority. Campaigning in the 

slums is intensive and often orientated towards the fulfilment of 

promises that have been made many times before. This leaves 

many people angry and disillusioned with the voting process and 

with the politicians asking for their votes. Please pray for candi-

dates as they campaign in the slums, to see and understand the 

needs of their constituents and to make honest commitments to 

them. We do hope that the candidate elected to represent the 

area around CBC will be committed to bringing peace, basic ser-

vices and jobs to our community. 

 

At a national level, one of the presidential candidates was tragically 

killed in a plane crash in August, just 2 months before the election. 

Please also pray for the family and colleagues of this man, Eduado 

Campos. Pray that the next president of Brazil will be committed to 

ending corruption and poverty and defending the rights of children 

like Odelania.
